When we pray the “Hail Mary,” we are honoring Mary with the
words of the Angel Gabriel and Mary’s cousin Elizabeth.
Pray one “Glory Be” on the next bead.

When we pray the “Glory Be,” we are praising God the
Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.

2. Pray one “Our Father” on the first large bead of the Rosary.
Jesus taught his disciples to pray by teaching them the words to
this prayer.
